After three and one half years in Germany, he returned to the Academy as an assistant coach for the men’s water polo team.  He later became the head coach of both the men’s water polo team and the men’s and women’s swimming teams. During this time, he also amassed over 900 hours flying the UV-18 for the Wings of Blue, the Air Force Academy cadet parachute team.  He left active duty in 1989, holding various positions in the Admission Liaison Officer (ALO) Program in Kentucky, California, and is currently the Director of the ALO program in Indiana.  He was twice selected as the most Outstanding Deputy Director in the Nation.  Colonel Hogue is a graduate of Air War College and a Command Pilot with more than 11,000 hours in more than 10 aircraft types.  In his civilian life, Colonel Hogue is a pilot for a major airline.
